24. MERLOT/GRENACHE, 2008  (12.0% AbV) By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.30  250ml - £ 4.50  11.95  
Les Terrasses, Les Vignerons Ardechois, Ardeche, France   
Lightish, very smooth and incredibly gluggable, with vibrant cherry fruit.  

 
25. BONARDA/MALBEC, óCasa Soleraô    12.95 
Mendoza, Argentina   (13.0% AbV) 
Sourced from the Mendoza region of Argentina , and made by Aussie flying winemaker Peter Bright . 
Ripe and juicy, bursting with blackberry fruit with hints of spice and a robust finish. 
 

26. TEMPRANILLO, 2007 - Castillo de Montblanc, Conca de Barbera, Spain   14.95  
Tempranillo flourishes in arid, difficult conditions and the only vegetation in the immediate area surrounding Castillo itself are vines!  
Displaying a classic Tempranillo flavours of tobacco, spice and a hint of raspberry on the palate, the wine is unoaked, in contrast to most  
Rioja Tempranillo, to allow the ripe, warm fruit to shine through and give the succulent fruit an opportunity to match a wider range of foods.    
 

27. BROUILLY, 2005/06 - Chateau de Pavé, Brouilly, Beaujolais, France   22.95 
Made by our Wine Merchant, Chris Piper, this is classic Cru Beaujolais, with dominant raspberry and cassis fruit, 
supremely light and fruity, with a refreshing balancing acidity.    

 
Medium bodied, fruit driven reds  
 

30. CABERNET/MERLOT, VAT 4A  By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.40  250ml - £ 4.60  12.95 
Eagles Point, Victoria, Australia   (14.0%AbV) 
Outstanding value for a wine of this quality, medium bodied, with hints of mulberry and cassis, and a smooth vanilla finish. 
 

31. MERLOT 'Hacienda del Rey', 2008 By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.85  250ml - £ 5.20  14.95 
Canata, Bio-Bio Valley, Chile   (13% AbV) 
An excellent example of this easy drinking grape variety. Soft, smooth and plummy.    

 

32. MONTEPULCIANO DôABRUZZO, 2007 - Umani Ronchi, Marche, Italy    17.50 
With the help and inspiration of Giacomo Tachis, Italy's legendary winemaker, Umani Ronchi are making a name as one of the most  

innovative and quality conscious estates in Italy. Velvety in texture, with hints of liquorice and chocolate, this is a medium bodied  
wine that will happily partner most red meat dishes, pastas and antipasti.   
 

33. RIOJA, MONASTERIO DE YUSO, 2006/07 - David Moreno, Rioja Alta, Spain   18.50 
Vibrant, ripe and supple with classic strawberry fruit flavours, and beautifully understated oak.    

 

34. MASSAYA CLASSIC RED, 2005 - Ghosn, Brunier & Hebrard, Bekaa Valley, Lebanon    22.50 
A wine which manages to be smooth and very soft yet dry, spicy and complex - a grown up wine! Perfect on its own, or with 
a host of foods, even try it with Sardines or other Mediterranean fish dishes - a match made in heaven.  
 

35. PINOT NOIR, 2007 - Tindall Estate, Marlborough, New Zealand   24.95 
Exuding wild cherry, plums and chocolate on the nose, this is classic Pinot Noir from one of the most respected wineries in 
New Zealand. On the palate it has typical black cherry fruitiness with fine-grained tannins and a sleek balancing acidity.

40. EVERTON RED (Shiraz /Cabernet/Malbec), 2006     By the Glass: 175ml - £3.85  250ml - £5.20  14.95 
Brown Brothers, Victoria, Australia       (14.5% AbV) 
A stunning red from the Brown Brothers stable, amazing value for money, with rich brambly flavours and  
a hint of eucalyptus.  
 

41. CABERNET SAUVIGNON, ñSlowineò 2005 -  Elgin, South Africa    16.50 
Fabulously full bodied and intensely flavoured with enough backbone to enable it to accompany food brilliantly! 
 

42. SHIRAZ, 2006/07 - Stablemate, Excelsior Wines,    17.95 
An outstanding Shiraz that punches well above its weight.  It has an abundance of full bodied, spicy blackberry and 
herbal, almost smoky, liquorice on the palate with hints of peppery black cherry! 
 

43. MALBEC, Reserva, 2007 - Calafate, Bodegas Universio Austral, Neuquen, Patagonia, Argentina  18.95 
From high altitude vineyards, in the wilds of Patagonia, Argentina, a new discovery - big, rich and well  
structured, showing ultra-ripe black berry fruits with hints of spicy chocolate. 
 

44. CHÂTEAU DES JOUALLES, 2005 - Bordeaux Superieur, France   21.50 
The outstanding vintage of this Merlot dominated Claret, makes it deliciously rounded and fruity,   

body is balanced by well integrated tannins 

 
Rosé Wines 
 

50. LES TERRASSES ROSÉ - Les Vignerons Ardèchois, France (12.5% Abv) By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.30  250ml - £ 4.50   11.95 
Dry, light and crisp, a blend of Syrah and Grenache, with a delicious soft raspberry overtone, and a lovely long finish. 
 

51. WHITE ZINFANDEL - Old Station, California     (10.5% AbV) By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.75  250ml - £ 5.10   14.50 
Summer in a glass! Medium sweet, with a delicious watermelon and red berry fruitiness.  
 

52. SLOWINE ROSÉ, 2007/08 - Slowine, Elgin, South Africa    16.95 
Dry, crisp, silky and very elegant, made in the spirit of the Slowfood movement by Andries Burger of the fabulous Paul Cluver Estate.   
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Lightish, crisp fresh whites, fully dry and off dry  
 

1.  SAUVIGNON BLANC/GRENACHE, 2008 (12.0% AbV) By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.30  250ml - £ 4.50   11.95  
Les Terrasses, Les Vignerons Ardechois, Ardeche, France   
Crisp and very fruity, with typical gooseberry notes, and a soft  backdrop. Very gluggable!  

 

2. COLOMBARD/CHARDONNAY, Vat 21   By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.40  250ml - £ 4.60   12.95 
Eagles Point Winery, Victoria, Australia  (13.0% AbV)  
Fresh and fragrant with an aromatic bouquet and a delicious light fruitiness.  

 

3. PINOT GRIGIO, 2008   By the Glass: 175ml - £ 4.25  250ml - £ 5.60   15.50 
Italia, Provincia di Pavia, Italy  (12.0% AbV) 
Light, dry and very fresh, with hints of white currant and pear. Very much a grape of the moment! 

 

4. CHENIN BLANC, 2008 - Klippenkop Estate, Stellenbosch, South Africa    14.95 
Light and fragrant, with an ultra fresh pear quality, perfect with lighter fish and chicken dishes. 

 

5. MANSTREE MAYVAL, DRY, 2006 - Manstree Vineyard, Shillingford St George, Exeter, Devon   16.50 
Elegant, crisp and floral, from Madeleine Angevine and Seyval Blanc grapes, grown 8 miles from here! 

This will certainly reduce your ñWine Milesò!  Great with seafood and salads. 

 

6. SAUVIGNON BLANC, 2008 - Conway Hills, Marlborough, New Zealand    19.95 
Piercingly aromatic with intense, complex gooseberry fruit and a lush, almost exotic backdrop of ripe tropical 

fruit flavours.  A classic New Zealand Sauvignon of the very highest quality, which tastes quite sublime!  

 

7. CHABLIS, 2006/07 - Domaine Pinson, Chablis, Burgundy, France    26.95 
Perfectly classic Chablis, crisp and steely with generous weight of fruit, and the distinctive minerality  

exclusive to the region  

 

Aromatic, spicy whites, dry and medium dry  
 

10. NIERSTEINER GUTES DOMTAL, 2007  By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.30  250ml - £ 4.50   12.50 
Römerhof Weinkellerei, Piesport, Germany (9.0% AbV)  

For those who favour medium, ñgrapeyò wines with bags of flavour. 

 

11. DRY MUSCAT, 2007 - Brown Brothers, Victoria, Australia     16.50 
Impossible not to like! Fresh and wonderfully fruity, with  Muscaty peachy floral aromas, and a really long fresh finish. 

Perfect with Asian influenced dishes or as an aperitif.  

 

12. DRY RIESLING, QBA, 2006/07 - Louis Guntrum, Rheinhessen, Germany     17.95 
In our effort to champion good Riesling we have come across a real gem, a dry, very intense lime fresh example from  

a family run  vineyard on the Rhine. An antipodean version of this quality would probably cost twice as much, and still lack the zesty,  

fresh, incredibly long finish of this little star.  

 

Richer, more complex, dry whites  
 

13. CHARDONNAY,   By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.75  250.ml - £ 5.10   14.50 
Altyerre, South Eastern Australia (13.5% AbV)  

Typically rich and 'up-front' Aussie Chardonnay with ripe, fresh flavours of peach, tropical fruits and a hint 

of 'warm butter', supported by a delicate layer of creamy vanilla. 

 

14. EVERTON WHITE ( Chardonnay/Sauvignon/Pinot Grigio), 2008 By the Glass: 175ml - £ 3.85  250.ml - £ 5.20   14.95 
Brown Brothers, Victoria, Australia  (13% AbV)   
Clean and crisp, the Chardonnay adds weight and structure to the aromatic gooseberry 
freshness of the Sauvignon and the spicy Pinot Grigio.  
 

15. PULIGNY MONTRACHET, 2003/04 - Domaine Jean Louis Chavy, Burgundy, France   34.40 
Considered to be one of the very best estates in Puligny, the Chavys make superb, concentrated White  

Burgundy, complex and beautifully crafted.  

 

Champagne and Sparkling Wine 
 

20. ALDRIDGE BRUT, N.V - Aldridge Estate, South Eastern Australia    18.95 
A lovely soft, fruity sparkling wine. Crisp, with a hint of quince on the palate. 

 

21. J.M. GREMILLET, Brut, N.V. - Aube, Champagne, France    29.95 
Beautifully balanced ñgrowersò Champagne from a tiny winery, dedicated to quality. 

 

22. POL ROGER, Brut Reserve, N.V. - Champagne , France    36.95 

Elegant and feminine with a delicious biscuity finish and great length.  Sir Winston Churchillôs favourite Champagne House.
